Dear Colleague, 
 
At its April 19, 2007 Board meeting, the Marin Interfaith Council Board of Directors voted 
unanimously to approve MIC as the Fiscal Sponsor for the Marin Interfaith Street Chaplaincy 
(MISC).  This is a new direction for the Marin Interfaith Council and we welcome the 
opportunity to partner with an organization like MISC which addresses our mission to 
advocate justice and build community.  I reserve the rest of this letter below for words from 
the Reverend Chaplain Paul Gaffney.   
 
Greetings from the streets of San Rafael!  As you may know, in July of 2005, we became a 
program of Community Action Marin (CAM) in order to benefit from their support and 
expertise.  CAM has been helpful in managing the program and allowing the program to 
continue its good work.  In the last two years, we have developed a strong relationship with 
CAM’s mental health programs, including the CARE Team and the Enterprise Resource 
Center. 
 
Throughout the week, the Chaplaincy continues to be present with local service providers 
including the St. Vincent de Paul Dining Room, The Ritter Center, The Enterprise Resource 
Center, and The Carmel/Voyager Hotel.  Through this presence, the Chaplaincy encourages a 
moveable sacred space where people are encouraged to be authentic and experience their full 
range of emotions.  Our office will remain at the St. Vincent offices, 822 B Street, allowing 
the Chaplaincy to maintain a central location in the community. 
 
Our Tuesday Wellness Gatherings are strong and well attended, with an average of 20-25 
people participating each week.  The group meets in the Geneva Room at First Presbyterian 
Church, San Rafael.  Following these gatherings, we share a meal with one of ten Marin 
congregations who coordinate the preparation and serving of our dinner together.   
 
Now, we stand on the brink of an exciting beginning with the Marin Interfaith Council (MIC).  
It is important to note that MIC and MISC will not co-mingle funds so your ongoing financial 
support for the Street Chaplaincy remains central to our viability.  Our mailing address will be 
the same as MIC's, see letterhead below.
